The material collected consists of some 782 engineering and
geological reports, 328 maps of mining properties, mining districts, and
petroleum properties, briefs of the annual reports of approximately 3100
mines, logs of 4506 oil and water wells, and some record of 5190 additional
\vells. Copies in triplicate v/ere made of all items, of v;hich two copies have
been deposited for reference use at the Technical Department of the Denver
Public Library, and a third copy at the Colorado School of Mines, The
final step in the project was the preparation of this catalogue comprising
lists of references to the material by author, subject, and county location.

The project was directed by Mr. Dean E. '''inchester, prominent
Denver geologist, from November, 1935, until his death in September, 1956.
olnce that date the work has been in charge of Mr, J# F. Beckstrom, Assis-
tant Supervisor. The carefully prepared annotations for the catalogue
were made "by Mr, Charles L. Andrews, bibliographer for the project.
